Funeral service for Reverend Dr. Steven P. Carson of Opelika, AL will be held
at 11:00 am Saturday, February 5, 2022 on the grounds of Mt. Pleasant
Missionary Baptist Church in Tuskegee, AL. Interment will follow in Garden
Hills Cemetery in Opelika, AL. Rev. Dr. George McCulloh will officiate. Rev. Dr.
C.P. Noble will deliver the eulogy. Masks are required. 

 

Reverend Dr. Carson passed away Friday, January 21, 2022 at the East
Alabama Medical Center. 

 

In 1981, he graduated with high honors from Greenville High School in
Greenville, MS. He furthered his education at Morehouse College earning a
BS degree in Sociology/Social Work and a BA degree in Religion/Philosophy.
Rev. Carson received the Alabama State Department of Education Teacher’s
Certification for social sciences. Later, he received his ME degree in
Administration/Supervision from Troy State University and was honored by the
Tennessee School of Religion with the Doctor of Divinity degree. 

 

His tenure in education spanned over thirty years, serving in the school
systems of Opelika City Schools and Phenix City Schools. Until his passing,
he was employed with the Opelika City Schools as the Director of Alternative
Education and Student Services. 

 



For over thirty-six years, Rev. Dr. Carson pastored Mt. Pleasant Missionary
Baptist Church in Tuskegee, AL and Elizabeth Missionary Baptist Church in
Fort Davis, AL. He was an active spiritual leader serving in several capacities
in the district.
